Day Three - Wednesday, July 30 or August 13 (B,L,D)

museum you will be able to board the Riverboat Twilight for our 11:30 departure. Our trip down




river will go much faster. Highlights of the tour back include: a plated lunch, afternoon trivia
contest, midafternoon snack, entertainment, and a plated dinner. We will be back in Le Claire
about 7:00 p.m. Then we will spend the night at our downtown Moline hotel. Night in Moline IA.

Day Four - Thursday, July 31 or August 14 (B,L)

Following and included breakfast, we will relax and enjoy a beautiful morning drive across lliinois.
We will arrive in the Lake Geneva area at the Dancing Horses Theatre. It will be time and an
included plated lunch before we enjoy the Vegas-style Dancing Horses show.
